Note:  All individual classes that are part of an overall ODE class will be run as individual discipline classes under BE/BSJA rules as appropriate – scores will be taken forward from these individual classes into the final ODE score for the appropriate class.  Overqualified combinations can enter any class HC – please state on entry form.
Sat 11 Sep 10
Dressage - 0830 Start
Prize giving will be announced once all the scores for each class have been calculated and will take place by the secretary’s tent.  Dressage sheets will be available after the prize giving.

Class 1.  Novice Riding Test – Riding Test No 6 (2005).
Restricted to novice riders who have never been 1st, 2nd or 3rd in a dressage competition.

Class 2.  BE 90 Dressage Test 91 (2009).  Part of Novice ODE (Class 19).

Restricted to horses with no BE points and a max of 49 BD points.
Class 3.  BD Prelim Test No 4 (2002).
Restricted to horses with no BE points and a max of 49 BD points.
Class 4.  BE 100 Dressage Test 101 (2009).  Part of Intermediate ODE (Class 20).

Restricted to horses with no BE points and a max of 49 BD points.
Open to any combinations who have not entered classes 1 and 2 above.

Class 5.  BE Novice Dressage Test 111 (2009).  Part of Open ODE (Class 21).
Open to any combinations who have not entered classes 1 to 3 above. 
Class 6.  BD Elementary Test No 42 (2008) 20m x 40m arena.
Open to any combinations who have not entered classes 1 to 4 above.

BD tests can be downloaded/purchased from a number of websites.  BE tests can be downloaded free from the BE website.
Show Jumping - 0930 Start
Note:  Each SJ class (with the exception of class 7) will be 2-phase iaw BSJA rules – the first phase will be taken into account for ODE classes.  Horse/rider combinations may only compete in a max of 2 adjacent classes on each day i.e. class 8 and 9 not class 8 and 10.  Prizegiving will be straight after the individual classes - riders are to be mounted.

Class 7.  Clear round show jumping starting height 70cm.  £1 per round, payable at ringside.

1100 start

Class 8.  70cm.
Restricted to novice riders who have never been placed in a show jumping competition.

Class 9.  80cm.
Class 10.  90cm.  Also part of Novice ODE (Class 19).  Combination is not to have competed in class 8.  Restricted to horses with no BE points (ODE only). 
Class 11.  1m.  Also of Intermediate ODE (Class 20).  Open to horses with no BE points (ODE only).

Sun 12 Sep 10
Show Jumping - 0900 Start
Class 12.  1m.
Combination is not to have competed in class 8.
Restricted to horses with no BE points (ODE only).
Class 13.  110cm Max.  Also part of Open ODE (Class 21).
Combination is not to have competed in classes 8 or 9.
Cross Country - 0900 Start.
Note:  Horses are only allowed to run once in Cross Country unless specific permission is granted by the Event Director.
Class 14.  Trier – fences not to exceed 85cm (short course).

Class 15.  Pairs – around Novice course.
Class 16.  Novice – fences not to exceed 85cm (long course).  Part of Novice ODE (Class 17).
Restricted to horses with no BE points (ODE only).

Class 17.  Intermediate – fences not to exceed 1m.  Part of Intermediate ODE (Class 18).
Restricted to horses with no BE points (ODE only).

Class 18.  Open – fences not to exceed 110cm.  Part of Open ODE (Class 19).
Prize giving will take place by the secretary’s tent once all the scores have been collated.

ODE Classes
Class 19.  Novice - scores taken from classes 2, 10 and 14.  Restricted to horses with no BE points. 
Class 20.  Intermediate - scores taken from classes 4, 11 and 15.  Restricted to horses with no BE points.
Class 21.  Open - scores taken from classes 5, 13 and 16.
Team ODE Classes

Teams of 3 or 4 – best 3 scores to count.
Class 22.  Novice team ODE.

Class 23.  Intermediate team ODE.

Class 24.  Open team ODE.
Prizes
Prizes will be awarded to 3rd place and rosettes will be awarded to 6th place.

Entries close:  23 Aug 10.  Entries received after this date will incur a £2 charge per person per class for the Dressage, Showjumping and ODE and a £4 charge for the Cross Country.

Eligibility
1.
Competitors.  Riders must be 16 years old or above on the day of the competition and be one of the following:


a.
A serving member of HM Forces, NATO Forces, Police or HM Customs.


b.
A member of the RAuxAF and RAFVR.


c.
A member of the MOD serving on a RAF unit.


d.
A dependent of a serving member of HM Forces or NATO forces serving on a RAF 
unit.


e. 
A civilian saddle club member only where the OIC Saddle Club has specifically 

requested their inclusion giving detailed reasons for the entry and the Director and Secretary 
have agreed to the entry.

NB.
Units may enter as many individuals as they like in each category, provided they meet the eligibility criteria.  Non-RAF personnel are not eligible for individual RAF trophies.
2.
Horses.  Horses must be a minimum of 4 years of age for dressage and 5 for jumping disciplines.  Double backing of horses is permitted at the team manager and owner’s discretion, but must not be entered more than twice in any dressage/show jumping class.  Specific permission must be granted by the Event Director for a horse to run more than once in cross country.
Dress Regulations
3.
Dressage & Showjumping.  

a.
HM Forces/NATO Forces/RAuxAF.  No 1 SD jacket (or service equivalent), shirt and tie, gloves to be worn, cream breeches/jodhpurs and black riding boots.

b.
All Others.  Hunting jacket and stock or hacking jacket with shirt and 
tie, gloves to be worn, cream breeches/jodhpurs and black riding boots.
4.
Cross Country.  Polo neck sweaters/cross-country colours, cream breeches/jodhpurs and 
black riding boots
Hats requiring covers must be worn with plain black or navy peaked cover for dressage and showjumping.
Rules
5.
Defining Rules.  The RAFEA Championships will be run under BD/BE/BSJA/BRC rules as appropriate except where modifications are made by this schedule.  Failure to comply with the rules will result in the competitor being eliminated.

6.
Horses per Rider.  No more than 2 horses per rider will be allowed in any class, unless specific permission has been obtained from the Event Director.
7.
Objections.  Any objections are to be lodged in writing within half an hour of any incident together with a deposit of £20 and handed to the Event Director or nominated official.  The jury of appeal will consider the objections and should the objection be overruled, the deposit will be forfeited.  The jury of appeal will consist of the Event Director and 2 RAFEA Committee Members.

8.
Safety Precautions.  The following safety precautions apply:


a.
It is mandatory for all riders to wear a protective 3-point fastening helmet with the chinstrap correctly/securely fastened and manufactured to EN1384, ATSMF1163, PAS015 or SNELL E2001 with a kitemark.  Anyone found in breach of this rule will be eliminated and fined £10 which will be payable by the individual involved and donated to the Welfare Fund of the British Horse Society.
b.
Body protectors (class 2 or 3) are optional for showjumping and compulsory for the cross-country.
c.
The wearing of earrings, ear studs, nose studs and other items of jewellery, which 
might become entangled and thereby cause danger or discomfort to horse or rider is 
forbidden.  Long hair is to be secured appropriately.

d.
If in the opinion of the Event Director/steward, a competitor is unlikely, for any reason, to complete the event without injury to him/herself or his/her horse, the Event Director/steward may withdraw him/her from the competition.


e.
Any rider who affects the safety of the horse, rider or 3rd party will be considered as 
dangerous and will be penalised accordingly.


f.
Warm-up fences are to be no higher than the height of the associated class.


g.
Horses are not to be left unsupervised when tied to the outside of trailers or lorries. 

9.
Spurs.  If worn spurs must be of smooth metal, without rowels and if curved, the curve must point downwards.  Plastic spurs are not allowed.  The shank must point only towards the rear and be no longer than 3cm.  Spurs of excessive severe design are not to be worn.

10.
Whips.  No rider may carry, use or permit to be used, a whip greater than 75cms in length overall nor one which is weighted or with a hard point at the end, in the arena, collecting ring or vicinity of the showground.

11.
Competition Numbers.  Rider/horse combination will retain the same competition number for all classes, the number must be worn when competing.  Number bibs can be collected from the secretary on the morning of the competition – there will be a £5 refundable deposit for each number bib.  Competitors arriving on Fri are encouraged to collect bibs on Fri between 1700-1900 from the RAF Home For Sport Accommodation.
12.
Trailer Park.  There is to be no mucking out of trailers or lorries in the trailer park.

Saddlery/Tack
13.
Regulations.  For all classes, relevant BD/BE/BSJA/BRC regulations will apply.

Elimination
14.
The Event Director has the right to exclude or eliminate any horse or rider from the competition.

15.
Fall of Rider.
In the Showjumping and Cross Country element of the Championships, riders will be eliminated if they have a fall and must leave the course dismounted.  Following the fall of horse or rider, permission must be sought from the secretary’s tent to continue in other classes.

Team Managers/Helpers
16.
Managers.  If more than one competitor represents a unit, a manager must be nominated on the entry form.  Team managers must report to the Event Director for a briefing at 0800hrs near the secretary’s tent on the morning of the competition.  Managers are responsible for ensuring that their riders present themselves on time for each class during the Championships. 

17.
Helpers.  A reliable helper is to be nominated on the entry form to assist with the running of the event on the day.  It is important to note that the provision of a helper by each unit is a formal requirement and units without a helper may forfeit their place in the Championships.

Indemnity Forms
18.
Riders Indemnity Form.  All riders must complete the attached indemnity form.  In addition, all civilian riders must complete the attached form of declaration.  Number bibs will not be issued to team managers or riders until such forms have been signed. 

19.
Horse Indemnity Form.  No entry will be accepted without a completed indemnity form for all loaned/hired horses.  Owner/Riders are not required to complete a horse indemnity form.
20.
Liability.  Save for death or personal injury shown to be caused by the negligence of the organisers, or anyone for whom they are in law responsible, neither the organisers of the event to which these rules apply, nor the RAFEA, nor the RAF, nor any agent, employee or representative of these bodies accepts any liability for any accident, loss, damage, injury or illness to horses, owners, riders, spectators, land, cars, their contents and accessories or any other person or property whatsoever, whether caused by their negligence, breach of contract or in any other way. 

Start Times
21.
Running Order.  The running order and times for the Dressage, Showjumping and Cross Country will be available by telephoning the Event Director (tel 0778 6543265 or 07779 035154) or the Secretary (tel 07976 202243) on 9 Sep 10 between 1900-2000hrs.  Times are approximate and may run ahead of schedule.  It is the rider’s responsibility to ensure they check on the times and arrive in time for their class.

22.
Reporting.  Competitors are requested to ensure that they report to the respective collecting ring steward at least 10 mins in advance of their start time for any of the 3 disciplines.  Competitors failing to report on time may lose their place and will have to wait until a place is available.  Where lateness might cause a delay to overall timings, the Event Director may eliminate the competitor.

24.
Accommodation.  Personnel requiring accommodation at RAF Cranwell are to complete the accommodation proforma and return to the Event Director (Sqn Ldr J K Edwards, OC GTS, RAF Cranwell, SLEAFORD, Lincs NG34 8HB) by 23 Aug 09.  If accommodation is not required at Cranwell, it is the competitor’s responsibility to organise their own accommodation.  A list of B&Bs is provided.

25.
Overnight stabling.  A limited number of on-site temporary stabling will be available at a cost of £50 per stable (inc bedding) for the weekend.  Personnel will be required to provide hay, feed, water buckets and mucking-out utensils.  Booking for these stables will be on a first-come first-served basis through the Event Director.  Please note that personnel using these stables are not to tie their horse up outside the stable.  Stables are to be fully cleared before leaving RAF Cranwell.
26.
Travel & Subsistence.  Service competitors are entitled to claim travel allowance at public expense in accordance with JSP 752.  When claiming, please quote RAF Sports Board letter DSB(RAF)/299000/10/3/1/090/AF dated 17 Mar 10.  When 2 or more personnel are travelling from the same unit, then cars must be shared to the maximum whenever possible.  Claims for subsistence allowance are inadmissible.
